   Guest speaker, Dr. Keilah Gonzalez-Bonilla, spoke on communication and relational skills. 

Although physicians go to school for 12-16 years, they are not taught communication tech-

niques. She put elaborated on three main parts of communication: sensory, thoughts, and 

feelings. Dr. Gonzalez used a personal example of her grandmother, a vibrant person able to 

walk and take care of herself, who suffered a heart attack, then a urinary infection and pneu-

monia. She talked about telling the truth, interacting with the patient’s family, and under-

standing the patient’s culture and values. She stressed that doctors are taught how to help 

people live, not how to assist them when they are dying. 

   The door prize was supplied by Melissa Mitchell of Visiting Angels, a locally owned company 

providing services in a hospital setting, nursing homes, and assisted living facilities. Karen 

Precord won the wine basket.  Melissa then gave the Treasurer’s report, indicating a balance 

of $7529.81. Some Health Source payments are still outstanding. 

   Lisa Wilbert gave a report of the Health Fair. Over 250 seniors visited the fair, and we made 

about $3,000 profit. Several seniors actually called after the fair to say thank you! Lisa 

thanked everyone who helped make it such a success. 

    The 2009 Board was then discussed. Brad Reynolds has agreed to run for President and is 

unopposed. Alice Guilford is unopposed for Secretary. The candidates then gave reasons why 

they were running. Lisa Wilbert will remain as Vice-President of Special Projects, and Maria 

Pappas will assist her.
